FROM THE PULPIT LAST SUNDAY 23/02/20 

Topic: Be On Your Guard  
Text: 2 Samuel 11: 1– 27; 12: 1 – 14.

*David was a man after God’s heart (I Sam. 13:14; Acts13:22). 
*He is listed among the heroes of faith (Heb. 11: 32). 
*I Kings 15:5 “For David had done what was pleasing in the Lord’s sight and  
 had obeyed the Lord’s commands throughout his life, except in the affair  
 concerning Uriah the Hittite”.  
*David fell into serious moral failure because: 
1.He lost his sensitivity to sin. He has many wives and concubines which was  
   not allowed for a king (Deut. 17:17) even though this was the societal norm  
   of his time. He embraced the norms of his society. We all need to beware of  
   accepting norms of society that desensitize us to sin. 
2.He lost his discipline 2Sam11:1. he stayed at home instead of going to war.  
   Idleness opens one up to temptation. Don’t let your guard down spiritually  
   through idleness. 
3.He lost his focus. His focus was on naked Bathsheba. We lose our focus  
   simply by focusing on the wrong things. Be careful of what you watch on  
   television, internet, and obscene things around you. When lust takes  
   control, at that moment Satan makes us forget the all seeing God.  
   BEWARE. 
4.He lost his mind. He still went ahead to sleep with Bathsheba even when he  
   was told she was Uriah’s wife. Bathsheba became pregnant and David tried  
   to cover up and this led to the death of Uriah. Trying to cover one’s sin  
   always leads to committing another sin. David took Uriah’s wife as if nothing  
   had happened. God was displeased and he sent Nathan to David 2Sam 12.  
   when confronted by Nathan he sincerely confessed his sin and was  
   forgiven by God. Nevertheless he suffered the consequences of his sin.  
   There was no more peace in his family. 
*If you are playing games with God by indulging in secret lust, judge it as sin  
 and turn from it to God.
