Text: Genesis 39: 1 - 5

*An Ambassador is a special person representing his kingdom and People in a  
 foreign land. He is the mouth piece of his nation in that land. 
*As ambassadors of Christ we have been given the power and authority of the  
 kingdom of God. Every child of God is an ambassador of Christ. 
*God has empowered us as his ambassadors to do what Jesus did and even 
do greater works for him in  this evil world. 
*As ambassadors, we must not associate with the enemy of our kingdom, that  
 is we must not be unequally yoked together with unbelievers. 
*Once we give our lives to Christ we have become an ambassador of Christ  
  and He has given each and every one of us the ministry of reconciliation  
  which is a commission to win souls.  
*We must belong to the Kingdom of Christ before we can be a representative  
  of the Kingdom. 
*As ambassadors of Christ we have to be careful of our conduct, we must  
 not speak, behave or make choices contrary to that of Heaven. 
*Always remember you are representing Christ and Heaven is the goal. 
*As ambassadors of Christ you must be different, don’t conform to the worldly 
standards. 
*As ambassadors you must study the word of God consistently and be  
  determined to act according to the instruction written therein.  
*Our bodies are the temple of God, we can’t afford to defy it, we have to be  
  careful with how we use our body, every aspect of our lives must glorify God  
  and this is done by keeping our body and mind pure. 
*As ambassadors of Christ we must be prayerful and bold to stand for God  
 wherever we find ourselves. 
*We will have our rewards as ambassadors.  
*When we are true ambassadors, God holds our hands and walk through life  
  with us, protecting us from all harms and making us relevant in whatever  
  field.
