FROM THE PULPIT LAST SUNDAY 12/01/20 

Topic: The Devil !  

Text: Revelations 12 : 1 - 13 : 9; 1 Peter 5 : 8 - 11.  

Speaker: Revd. Biodun Olugbemi 
*The Great Dragon, Day Star, Lucifer was cast out from Heaven, though Satan, Accuser, 
Prince of  
  this world, Power of darkness, Son of perdition, accused the Brethren, the Brethren 
“overcame  
  him” by the Blood of the Lamb and their testimony”(Rev. 12: 9 - 11). 
*Only those who have the testimony of salvation can overcome Satan. Are you saved ? Are 
you  
  born again?. Only those who are steadfast in the faith can resist the devil (1Pet 5:9). 
*He has about 32 names given to him in Scriptures among which is the Evil One, Destroyer,  
 Beelzebub, Father of all Lies, Murderer, Adversary, Prince of the power of the Air, The Devil 
always  
 acts according to these names as revealed in Scriptures. All these helps the believer to 
understand  
 his tactics. A keen study of these names helps the believer to understand who he is and how 
he  
 wars against us. *There is the kingdom of God which is characterized by righteousness, 
peace and  
 joy in the Holy Ghost (Rom. 14:17) while the kingdom of Satan is characterized by evil,  
 wickedness, pleasure (sensual) and worldliness (Acts 26:18; Col. 1:13; 1 Jn. 2: 15 - 16). There  
 is a direct confrontation between the Kingdom of God and the Kingdom of darkness where 
the Devil  
 reigns supreme as the Prince of this World (Jn. 14 : 30; Lk. 4: 1 - 13). There is a titanic strug-
gle  
 between God and the Evil one; a struggle played out in the hearts and history of mankind.  
*Sometimes the Devil also camouflages as Prophets and Preachers, using their false prophe-
cies  
 and lying tongues to deceive many (Jn. 8:44; Rev. 20 : 10). *God seeks for children He can be  
 proud of and make boast about. So while the Devil always accuses the believer, seeking to 
alienate  
 man from God(Gen 3), and alienate God from man (Job 1; Zec. 3), God wants us to stand  
 firm, resist him and He would vindicate us, just like in the case of Job. Make no mistake, the 
Devil,  
Tempter is powerful and cunny. To resist and overcome him therefore, the believer needs to 
take his  
 place in the kingdom and put on the whole armour of God, then holding forth the word of life,  
 standing firm in the faith, he can then refute his attacks; using the full armour  of God (Eph. 
6:10 - 
 18). Be sober, be vigilant. Ease and complacency should be shunned by the believer. Our 
race  
 requires that we are always alert and taking heed to His word, His voice and His leading in 
our  
 lives. *The Devil painted a wrong picture of God to man to deceive Eve and Adam to make 
them  
 fall. The same way the older Prophet caused the younger  Prophet to disobey God (Gen 3:1 - 
8;  
 1 kings 13 : 1- 31). How  do you respond to challenges that come  your way? The Devil 
tempted  
 Jesus but failed on each attempt (Luke 4:1– 12). 
*Overall, do you have the testimony of Jesus? Do you belong to Him, do you bear His mark 
upon  
  you. If not, you would not be able to resist the Devil, the Archenemy of our Souls.
