*The Church of God should be  the pillar of truth. Jesus said He is the way, the truth  

  and the life. 

*The Church is supposed to rest on the faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. 

*We, as Christians, are to leave on the true Gospel of Christ. 

*Satan is the father of all liars, thus if the Church is a pillar of truth, she must have  

  zero tolerance to lie (Jn. 8:44). 

*The Church is the bearer of the truth. We must stand for the truth and remain in  

  Christ’s standard of living. No matter what the world dictates, the standard of God in   

  us should remain unchanged. The ancient landmarks must not be shifted. 

*The Church should not be a place to deceive people, we must maintain the truth.  

*We are to correct one another in the love of God and still say the truth (Eph. 4:25).
