*Those who are called and sent into the world must possess some  
  qualifications. 
*We have different kind of gospel today, that is different from that of Christ. 
*We are saved by grace alone and not by works. 
*That which Christ has done on the cross nothing can be added to it. For  
  Christ paid for our sins in full. 
*Enough of the harassment from the kingdom of darkness. 
*We are only representing the kingdom of God in this world. We are expected  
  to make a difference in the world by living  as children of light. 
*We are the living word (Bible) that people read. 
*Make a difference in loving others. Love in deeds and not by mouth. 
*We should be a channel of blessing to others. 
*Extend the love of Christ to everyone even the unlovable. 
*When your enemy is in a problem, you should be the one to assist that  
  person as an ambassador of Christ. 
*If we love one another, men will know that we are ambassadors of Christ  
  (John 13:35).
