Topic: Standing Firm In The Faith
Text: I Peter 5: 8-9; Hebrews 11: 1-16.
Speaker: Mr. Chris Awamin

*The speaker emphasized that:

*Standing firm in the faith should not just be a theme for the year, but a theme for all our
life. What are we standing in - we have been called to stand in the faith. Not in fear,

defeat or confusion.

*Standing firm requires being on the alert against the devil who is like a roaring Lion,
seeking a prey to devour.

*A Lion is calculative, alert, strategic and ruthless. It is also deceptive - setting traps and
luring the prey. A Lion chooses an opportune moment when the prey is unguarded, it is
relentless i.e it doesn’t give up on its prey.

*The devil possess characteristics similar to that of a lion, he is deceptive, he attacks
when it is least expected. He knows when to strike to get his prey.

*We are told to resist him and he will flee from us. Standing firm in the faith has to do with
being strong in our response and obedience to God as well as a steadfastness in our
union and commitment to Him.

*In the journey of faith, everyone can fall no matter how highly anointed you are.

*Samson was highly anointed but he fell as result of his carelessly. He started with God
but ended with the devil. Saul also was a highly anointed man but he was careless with
his life, the devil took over his life and destroyed him.

*We need to be aware and conscious of our standing firm in the faith so that the devil will
not get us.

What is faith? Heb. 11:1.

*Faith is the response and obedience to the word of God. Faith is also a consistent walk
with the Lord. Faith is a substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things that
we do not see.

*We can only please God by faith. The people of old pleased God through faith.
Abraham'’s obedience to God was through faith. Enoch also walked with God through
faith. It is by faith that the elders obtained a good report.

*We only serve God by faith and this faith is gotten by grace. Taking a decision to follow
Christ is also by faith.
